Arrive in Worcester city centre for
introductory walking tour
Group drop off at Cathedral roundabout where their
guide will meet them for the walking tour. Taking in
the main city centre sights, the aim is to familiarise the
group with the layout of the city centre so that they
can continue sightseeing independently later on.
Tour finishes outside the Guildhall
Walk can be Elgar themed on request

many excellent eating establishments

Worcester Cathedral
A music-themed guided tour of the Cathedral highlighting
Elgar’s connections with the Cathedral and the city
